Letter From The Director

 “Loving accurately” is a term that we use quite 
frequently around here. After all it is at the heart of 
everything we do.  For some, its meaning can be 
caught easily, but others may need help in 
understanding the concept.
 To love accurately is to deny the cultural 
default , which is to presume that we know how to “�x”  
something or to merely serve in whatever way is 
easiest, most enjoyable, and most rewarding to us.
 For example, our mission is to “serve the AIDS 
su�erers in the AIDS epicenter of the world”. But 
instead of LSA erecting its own organizations in KZN, 
our model is to �nd the “best of the best” local 
grass-root partners.  Why? 
 Since our partners can more “accurately” and 
e�ciently use resources to serve those impacted by 
AIDS, we can love more “accurately” those we wish to 
serve.
 Additionally, when we ask our partners what 
would  help them make the biggest impact, they 
request us to give undesignated funding.
 This means that we let them transparently use 
the resources wherever the needs are the greatest, 
instead of telling them where the funding should be 
used. This allows them to use the funds for life saving 
drugs or to �x the truck that delivers them. In doing 
this, we allow our partners to do the work that is 
needed most to serve more e�ectively. This is loving 
accurately on multiple levels. 
 More simply, loving accurately means to only 
“scratch where there is an itch”.  Often it is inglorious 
and di�cult, but it has allowed us and our partners to 
make a much greater sustained  impact and be part of 
a larger Kingdom legacy in the AIDS epicenter of the 
world.
